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 October 27, 2010 Meeting Minutes

7:00 Meeting was called to order by president, Ed Akers.

Guest: Adam McCarthy from the St.Charles Jaycees said they want to make the 2011 MardiGras Parade bigger and better than ever.  The date will be Sat., Feb 12th –parade starts at 3:00 at Sundemeyer to the Foundry.  Line up at 2:00.  They plan to advertise it more, and will have flyers to put up.  He mentioned that we are not to throw confetti.  More info will be available at StCharlesJaycees.com   Chris mentioned that we have done a party directly after the parade with a potluck for the past several years and would like to continue the tradition. 
Dogtoberfest – Theresa Gilley with St.Chs. Animal Control reported that they have 21+ confirmed vendors for the 4th Annual Dogtoberfest.  Volunteers are needed:  9am chalking the street (Sue, Mark, Dave & Becky), 10am-registration @ Muddpuppies for the parade and setup in the park/help vendors. Parade lineup at 11am – 3 judges will be at the Bales Park area where vendors will be in the park from 1-4pm.  Jody with Bike Stop Café’ is doing a food tent with pastries, hot choc., coffee and soda – we decided the HFA will do hotdogs, chips and water so not to compete.   Maureen volunteered to get the required food vendor permits for us. 
Little Hills Festival – Dorothy reported that at the last meeting in November will they tie up the loose ends with final profit figures – she estimates our total profit is around $9,000. after taking out expenses including having to buy two new tents damaged in the Friday night storm for Saturday,  one belonged to the HFA. 
Neighborhood Cleanup- Dorothy reported that very little was brought in this time.  She said Anita Telkamp said that maybe we should go to every other year or two.  Dorothy also reported that she is on antidepressants and said that someone else will have to volunteer next year to run it because she has to cut back on work.

Museum – Dorothy said they are doing trains again for Christmas and antique toys that will be up Thanksgiving through mid January.  Jerry said the caboose is all painted and electric, heat and cooling is done and only has to paint to do inside.  He said Steve Thomas, a bricklayer is donating brick walls out back around the driveway area that fence will connect to.  The Questors group is doing a grand opening in the caboose in April and they are going to have Ermeling’s “kiddie barrel train” giving rides on Bayard. They are having a scavenger hunt and will have engineer’s hats for sale.  They need a Santa volunteer(s) for weekends in the caboose. 
CVB – Dorothy reported missing the meeting but the minutes say the ice rink will be up Thanksgiving- 1st wk. in Jan.  Have had to cut their budget so no trolleys in 2011- starting Jan1st. and will not have an icerink next winter 2011-12.  She also said there have been some crime problems on Main Street with breakins in cars in the parking lots. 

Landmarks – Chris reported that the new dress shop on 2nd Street was cited on their new outside back stairs and have to tear down and rebuild because they aren’t to code and the Mudd House at 701 N.3rd was approved to get historic shutters on the south side of the house.  

Membership- Tracy passed around her current membership list with addresses, phones and email addresses and asked all to circle their preferred way that they want to be contacted. 

HFA Website- Tracy reported that we need a new website – we can’t access to update- the old one that Steph did is still there but is way out of date.  She will put together a free one for us to see.  She also suggested that we may want to have a Facebook page tied to the web so we can keep history, architecture, minutes and business members all available for all to access.    
Frenchtown/Community Development monthly meeting –Maureen reported discussions included: The broken curbs on 2nd are on the street department’s  to repair list, curb clutter in front of Bo’s is being addressed with her;  the weeds across from pocket park in the sidewalks got no response from their staff,  the harassment of the two new businesses at 2nd & Wood was reported, the deteriorating building at French & 2nd was reported that the owner is having financial trouble. She got a claims form for our missing Christmas banners and is getting the original paid receipt from Dorothy to turn into the city for reimbursement.  
Tony Caruso with Bike Stop Café’ said we need to get the crosswalks repainted on 2nd & Wood where the sign still  is since the street was resurfaced and never repainted.   
Ecopark Trailhead – Maureen reported that she talked to Jim Phillips and he said the gazebo parts came in and they are now cleaning up the tree debris on the lot with a dumpster and that they will work through the winter. 
Rendezvous Ramble – Maureen reported that the 20th anniversary of the  Katy Trail is Sunday and we cooperated with South Main. The police officer changed the route from 7 miles to about 3 because he said he had to do it on his lunch hour.  The route from Frontier Park up the Katy Trail and around through Frenchtown down 2nd only had about 40 riders. She said it was badly organized as it wasn’t even posted on the Katy website.  The HFA donated the coffee at the start that was served by the Bike Stop Café’ who also did free tune-ups to participants bikes.   

Events for 2011 – Ed stated that we will need to set our events for next year to put on our new liability insurance policy. They are:


3 movies – one in June, July and Aug.


Mardi Gras parade float entry (Sue & Mark are this year’s king & queen)

Chris mentioned an interest in our doing a spring house tour if the museum isn’t planning one – Dorothy said she will talk with their board and see if they want to do one so we don’t have a conflict. We will wait to insure if we do. 
5K run- Jody Devonshire is committing for 2011- We will wait to insure if we do.
