 Sept. 20, 2010 Meeting Minutes

7:00 Meeting was called to order by president, Ed Akers.

Visitors in attendance:   Carobeth Kelly and Kurt from the new Steel Shop Tennis Club said they are opening in 2 weeks. They are having an open house Sat., Oct.9th from 9am-6pm and are having free seminars and tours that day.  They will have 5 full sized courts and 3 hitting alleys with ball machines.  They will be open 7 days/week and will host adults and junior tournament tennis players.  They also plan to have fitness bootcamps and pilates in the future.  There is a proshop and concession bar area.  In the future (spring 2011) they would like to deck over the old truck ramp beside the entrance and possibly make 4 outdoor courts on the north side. Their website is steelshoptennisclub.com  
Dogtoberfest – Dan reported that they have 5 rescue groups signed up, many vendors with tents and tables.  They would like 6 volunteers from the HFA to help with tablesetups and to watch things in the park so they can go see the dog parade.   Help is needed to circulate flyers with the Neighborhood Cleanup flyers.  Dan will get us 250 more Dogtoberfest flyers to hand out- he handed out samples for us to see.   Nancy volunteered to help handout flyers.
Little Hills Festival – Jerry mentioned that Dorothy couldn’t attend because she is out of town and said that the Museum is pulling together an exhibit on local businesses over the last 150 years.  He mentioned that the caboose is now painted and has a sign painter coming to do the logos on the outside.  The inside is done.  

Frenchtown/Community Development monthly meeting – Chris reported that code violations were discussed:  Jerry Kelly’s improper screening of the new HVAC rooftop units,  the spreading piles of stuff being left on the sidewalk in front of the Dip & Strip at 911 N 2nd, weeds still haven’t been sprayed in the sidewalk across from the pocket park, city trashcans are not being emptied on a regular basis and several cans are broken and the cans are out of their containers.  She reported that two businesses had told her they were being harassed by Mike Freck from code enforcement. Both new businesses, the Bike Stop Café’ and Dorsey’s, were told they could not have sandwich boards and wanted them taken down that day which she complained about to Bruce Evans and the others at the meeting. 
Frenchtown Task Force meeting – Chris reported that the last meeting was cancelled due to a lack of quorum. 
Landmarks – Chris reported Becky was approved for fencing around her house at 1300 N. 3rd. the garage that burned at 401 Morgan was approved to rebuild, Lori Dorsey with Dorsey’s Corner Store at 1420 N.2nd had a rustic wood sign for the front of her new business approved, and Brenda with the city is working on getting 4 more districts outlined and researched to become historic districts and shared the map with phases.  Research is beginning now on Phase 1 with the consultant the city hired, Karen Baxter-Body, and volunteers are welcome to help.  Contact Brenda Ruback at city hall. 
2nd Street Greenscape- Sue - No news to report.
Ecopark Trailhead – Ed reported that Jim Phillips said he now has the permits to do the work at the 1800 block.

Jerry mentioned that the street resurfacing is from government stimulus money.
